The proposed project is located along Main Street from the Railroad Tracks to the future Safety Building in
the Village of Bradner.

The proposed project is to resurface approx. 2,160 FT of Main Street from the railroad tracks to
future Safety Building. Widening roadway 10 FT each side of road from future Safety Building
site north approx. 150 FT. Widen pavement 2.5 FT each side of roadway approx. 800 FT to SR
281. Resurfacing existing roadway sections, including performing necessary full-depth pavement
repairs. In addition, improvements to upgrade and enhance pedestrian safety along Main Street
providing necessary ADA accessibility upgrades. Currently there are only a couple detectable
warnings within the project area at pedestrian crossings along Main Street. The project would
bring the walks and curb ramps into compliance with current ADA requirements. The existing
Main Street pavement is approximately 24 FT wide from face of curb to face of curb and is
configured with two through lanes with parking along the roadway. Main Street is one of the main
routes through town and is connected to SR 281,
